It
just reminds us that there is still a
great treasure open for us to know
if we will just greet it, make our-
selves available to it.

Of course there are expanding
experiences right here in Nashville

and even in our own church. The necessary ingredient to the opening
of windows in our mind, is to make ourselves available to it. I am
flooded with gratitude for this opportunity to grow ... I challenge all of
us to welcome those chances whenever they come. I can assure you
that when I return I will be flying without wings!

ANNUAL CONFERENCE REPORT

Appointment of Clergy to local churches is officially made in the last session of
Annual Conference. The appointments are listed by churches which are
grouped by District (we are in the Nashville District). The listis in the Narthex if
you would like to find out where any minister in our conference will be serving
this coming year. Our pastor has been re-appointed to serve year number

six!

Annual Conference is also the time when ordination of Elders and Deacons
take place. This year nine persons were ordained elder, five women and four
men. Four persons were ordained deacon, three women and one man. Their
pictures are in the Conference newspaper.

Many reports reflect a very positive year for the ministries of United Methodists
in Middle Tennessee. The Miriam’s Promise ministry to unwed mothers con-
tinues to be strong, and the it was reported that adoptions are made carefully
to avoid the tragedy of the young boy from Russia who was sent back by his
adopting mother. A new ministry of Miriam‘s Promise that is blessing many
lives is with incarcerated women expecting a child. Classes on parenting are
offered, assistance with adoption or child care if given, and hope is planted.

Another interesting report was from McKendree Village. The challenges of
failing to meet Medicare requirements three years ago have all been met and
the most recent evaluation has the village back in high marks. There are pos-
sible changes in ownership for McKendree but no details could be given be-
cause the negotiations are still in process. Any money given to that ministry
will be handled through the Tennessee Conference Foundation and continue to
be for the support of residents who outlive their ability to pay.
